 AGENDA: 

1. On the establishment of the Council of Trade Unions of Central Asian 

Countries. 

2. On the approval of the Charter of the Council of Trade Unions of Central 

Asian Countries. 

3. Determination of the participant to whom the authority to perform the 

duties of the Secretary General of the Council will be delegated. 

The participants unanimously proposed to entrust the conduct of this meeting to 

the Chairman of the Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan, Rafikov 

Kudratilla Mirsagatovich. 

It was decided to appoint the Deputy Chairman of the Federation of Trade 

Unions of Uzbekistan, Mahmadaliev Bakhtiyor Khasanovich, as Secretary of the 

meeting. 

The Chair asked whether the attendees had any additional proposals or 

comments regarding the agenda of the meeting. 

No additional proposals or comments were made. 

The Chair put the approval of the agenda to a vote. 

The vote was unanimous. 

 1. Establishment of the Council of Trade Unions of Central Asia 

On the first item of the agenda, the Chair of the meeting, Mr. Rafikov 

Kudratilla Mirsoatovich, took the floor. He informed those present that the 

issue of establishing this Council had been preliminarily discussed with the 

participants, including representatives of the Confederation of Trade Unions 

of Mongolia and the National Center of Trade Unions of Turkmenistan. 

These trade union organizations supported the establishment of the Council 

of Trade Unions of Central Asian Countries. However, due to the pandemic, 

representatives of the Confederation of Trade Unions of Mongolia and the 

National Center of Trade Unions of Turkmenistan were unable to attend this 

meeting. 
 Nevertheless, representatives of trade union organizations from 

three Central Asian countries are participating in this meeting, and they are 

authorized to decide on the establishment of this Council. On behalf of the 

Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan, he himself considers it 

appropriate to establish this Council. 

 Therefore, he asked the participants to express their positions on 

this issue. 

 The proposal of Mr. Rafikov Kudratilla Mirsagatovich was 

unanimously supported by all participants. 

 The Chair, taking into account that all participants expressed the 

expediency of establishing this Council, proposed to put the issue of 

establishing the Council of Trade Unions of Central Asian Countries to a 

vote. 

Voting results: “For” — unanimous. 

Decision adopted: To establish the Council of Trade Unions of Central 

Asian Countries. 

 
2. Approval of the Charter of the Council of Trade 

Unions of Central Asian Countries 

 On the second item of the agenda, the Chairman of the 

Federation of Independent Trade Unions of Tajikistan, Nematzoda 

Maliksho Mahmadsho, took the floor and stated that the draft Charter 

had been submitted in advance for preliminary review and had been 

revised taking into account their proposals. He considered the draft 

satisfactory and subject to approval.  

 The Chairman of the Federation of Trade Unions of the 

Republic of Kazakhstan, Mr. Dauletalin Satybaldy Telagysovich, then 

spoke. He supported the Chairman of the Federation of Independent 

Trade Unions of Tajikistan and proposed to put the issue to a vote. 

 The Chair proposed to vote on the adoption of the Charter. 

Voting results: “For” — unanimous.  

Decision adopted: To approve the Charter of the Council of Trade 

Unions of Central Asian Countries.  

 The signing of the said Charter and the carrying out of state 

registration were entrusted to the Chairman of the Federation of Trade 

Unions of Uzbekistan, Mr. Rafikov Kudratilla Mirsagatovich. 
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3. Determination of the participant to whom the authority to 

perform the duties of the Secretary General of the Council 

will be delegated 

 Speaking on this item, the Chairman of the Federation of Trade 

Unions of the Republic of Kazakhstan, Mr. Dauletalin Satybaldy 

Telagysovich, stated that, in accordance with the Charter of the Council, the 

duties of the Secretary General of the Council shall be performed on a 

rotating basis by all Participants. Therefore, he proposed that the first 

performance of the duties of the Secretary General of the Council be 

entrusted to the Chairman of the Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan, 

Mr. Rafikov Kudratilla Mirsagatovich.  

 The Chairman of the Federation of Independent Trade Unions of 

Tajikistan, Nematzoda Maliksho Mahmadsho, supported this proposal. 

 The Participants voted unanimously in favor of this proposal. 

 Decision adopted: To entrust the performance of the duties of the 

Secretary General of the Council of Trade Unions of Central Asian Countries 

to the Chairman of the Federation of Trade Unions of Uzbekistan, Mr. 

Rafikov Kudratilla Mirsagatovich.  

The Chair thanked the Participants for the trust placed in him and announced 

that the agenda of the meeting had been exhausted. He stated that it was 

necessary to sign these minutes, and the meeting was thereby declared closed.
